Your Area May Be Restricted From Open Fires and Fireworks
Fire restrictions are in effect from now until September 20th, or until conditions improve for the areas 
currently restricted. The Ogden City Fire Marshal has determined that existing environmental 
conditions have created a significant hazard to property and public safety in the event of a 
fire in mountainous, brush covered, forest covered, and dry grass covered areas in the City. 
It has been concluded that a dry spring has created an earlier than normal “extreme” fire 
danger.   
Data from the National Weather Service shows that precipitation along the Wasatch Front 
was well below normal for March, April, and May of 2020. The long-range forecast for the 
Ogden area indicates temperatures averaging in the upper 90’s for the remainder of June 
and most of July, with no or very little precipitation expected.  
Section 15A-5-202.5 of the Utah Code allows for the prohibition of use of an ignition source 
when hazardous environmental conditions are present.
