It just got a lot easier to visit several Ogden businesses after UTA
reopened a significant section of 25th Street following construction
for the Ogden Express (0GX) project. Traffic can make its way
through 25th Street between Washington Boulevard and

start working on sidewalks, so watch for pedestrian detours. UTA plans to pave and reopen

Emergency Preparedness: Grill Safety

Grilling season is here, and the Ogden City Fire
Department would like to remind the community to
be safe this summer. Here are some tips and

during summer barbeques:

e Make sure to open a gas grill before lighting
it and watch the flames. Never leave any
grills, fire pits or patio torches unattended.

e  (lean grills after each use to remove grease. Place all grill coals in a metal

trash can with a lid after they've cooled down.

Move the grill away from siding, decking, and other things that can catch fire.

Make sure your grill lid is open before lighting it.

Use long-handled barbecue tools when cooking on the grill.

Keep your grill clean and keep children and pets away from the grill area.

Turn off or put out fires before you leave the backyard.

Following these rules when using a grill will help ensure your outdoor time
